The Juvenile Crime Prevention Council (JCPC) has studied the risk factors and needs of Juvenile Court involved youth in this county and 

hereby publishes this Request for Proposals.  The JCPC anticipates funds from the NC Department of Public Safety, Division of Adult 

Corrections and Juvenile Justice, Juvenile Community Programs section in the amount stated above to fund the program types specified 

below.  Such programs will serve delinquent and at-risk youth for the state fiscal year 2022-2023 beginning on, or after, July 1, 2022.  The use 

of these funds in this county requires a local match in the amount specified above.

Forsyth County JCPC will host a Pre-Bid workshop on the 14th day of December, 2021 from 1:30pm to 3:30pm.  The workshop will be held 

virtually at the link below.  The workshop will review the purpose and intent of JCPC funds, the Request for Proposal, the application process 

and timeline and answer questions from potential applicants.

Youth who sometimes or regularly associate with delinquent youth or who associate with or are gang 

members.

Individual Domain: Youth who abuse alcohol or drugs, have mental health needs and need further assessment &/or treatment, 

have a history of victimization and who are in need of temporary out of home placement.

Family Domain: Youth who reside in homes where domestic discord or violence is present, who parents have marginal 

parenting skills and have family members with a criminal history.

sometimes or regularly associate with delinquent youth or associate with or are gang members.
